Qualifications to be a mentor for the Diploma Program include:​ 

● Experienced background in numismatics 
● Be available to answer emails and occasional phone 

calls 
● Graduation from the ANA Diploma Program not 

required but encouraged 

Correspondence courses include “Introduction to Numismatics,” 
“Grading U.S. Coins Today,” “Detecting Counterfeit & Altered 
U.S. Coins” and more. In-class courses may be used as substitutions for required courses. All 
students are required to be ANA members to complete the Diploma Program.
