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Last Chance to See “Trenches to Treaties:

World War | in Remembrance”
Exhibit Closing to Make Way for Elizabethean Currency

As the year comes to an end, so does the Money Museum’s exhibit “Trenches to Treaties:
World War | in Remembrance.” Displayed at the museum are coins and paper money from
combatant nations, art medals and military decorations, as well as weapons and uniforms to
illustrate the events and effects of World War | politically, economically and socially. The exhibit
also honors the 100th anniversary of the United States involvement in World War 1.

“Trenches to Treaties explores World War | with money and beautiful, thought-provoking
medals. Themes range from finance, propaganda, art and commemoration,” said Money
Museum Director and Curator Doug Mudd. “Exciting
interactives include a life-size trench and operating morse
code keys as used in trench communications. Visitors
can learn about the crash of the gold standard, merchant
submarines and the role of pigeons.”

The World War | exhibit closes the last week of
December to make room for a new exhibit focused on the
money from the reigns of Elizabeth | to Elizabeth II.
